Extra Credit Option Guidelines

Couch Potato Workout

You will have the option of earning extra credit each quarter by watching movies or reading books.  You may only complete extra credit if you have completed all other coursework (you must complete any outstanding assignments before any extra credit assignments will be added to your quarter average). You must earn at least an A- on the report in order for it to count.  You will earn one point on your quarter grade for each report and you may do up to three reports each quarter.

Use the following questions to give a detailed description of your reaction to a film or book:

1.
Watch a film or read a book of your choice approved by me that relates to the subject matter we are studying this quarter. Hand write copious notes on the book or film.

2.
Hand write your answers in paragraph form with correction spelling and grammar to these 
questions about the film or book:


>
What is the title, who are the main characters, and what is the general story line of the 


film?



This should only be a paragraph or two of your essay.


>
What historical accuracies and inaccuracies are depicted in this film?



Be sure to cite any sources used to prove your assertions.

>
Why is the information in this film or book important to know?


>
What is your overall opinion of the film?

Have someone proofread a rough draft of your assignment and make corrections.  They should sign the bottom of the rough draft so I will know who did the proofreading for you.

4.
You will hand in this proofread rough draft AND a separate hand written final copy of your report that includes corrections suggested by your proofreader.
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
