Understandings

Classical literature forms the foundation for all Western literature.

» Reading the poetry, prose, and history of the ancient world allows
us to understand Western history, philosophy, and religion, as well
as to gain insight into our own culture and literature.

Essential * Who was Ovid?
Questions = What were the Metamorphoses influenced by Vergil’s Aeneid?
» Publius Ovidius Naso lived from 43 BC until 18 AD. He moved to
Rome as an aspiring poet in the year that Augustus assumed the
principate, and his fame grew swiftly as his prolific and elegant
poetry caught attention.
Essential = Ovid wrote mostly elegiac poetry, sometimes mock didactic, and
Knowledge earned a reputation for irreverence and glibness.
» His greatest work, The Metamorphoses, relates every story of
mythological transformation from the beginning of the world until
the time of Julius Caesar. It is a vast work, fifteen books of 800
lines each, written in dactylic hexameter, all of surpassing wit and
elegance.

b. Identify examples of vocabulary in both languages that do
not translate directly form one language to another.

c. Use idiomatic expressions and/or proverbs in the target
language.

d. Identify examples of how vocabulary (in English and the
target language) that convey different meanings in different
contexts.

Students identify and explain how perspectives of a culture(s)

are related to cultural practices of a culture(s) in which the

target language is spoken

a. ldentify and explain the reason behind significant practices
of a culture(s) in which the target language is spoken.

b. Describe stereotypes associated with perspectives of a
culture(s) in which the target language is spoken.

c. ldentify differences in cultural practices among peoples that
speak the same language.

B3. Comparison with Own Culture

Students explain how products, practices, and perspectives of a

culture(s) in which the target language is spoken contribute to

the culture in which the student lives.

a. ldentify and compare influential figures form the two
cultures.

b. Explain the reasons for a variety of similarities and
differences between the culture in which the student lives
and the culture(s) in which the target language is spoken.

c. Locate selected magazines, newspapers, authentic
entertainment media and electronic media in the target
language and describe viewpoints of a culture in which the
target language is spoken.

Students demonstrate their understanding an use their

knowledge of the target language to communicate with target

language speakers and to understand the importance of culture
and language in the 215t century.

a. Interact with people, either in the community or online, who
use the target language in their professions.

b. Independently access a variety of target language sources
for one’s own entertainment or enrichment.

c. Explain how personal, educational, and career opportunities
are expanded and enhanced by knowledge of the target
language and associated culture(s).
