Essential
Understandings

= Small group competition involves the coordination and transfer of
sport specific motor skills and working together to follow directions.

= How is a disc (Frisbee) thrown?

Essential = How is the score kept?
Questions = How is the course followed?
= How does the disc need to go through the elevated hoop?
= Basic Skill Drills:
Essential o With a partner practice different throwing styles of disc.
Knowledge o Line drills practice throwing and catching disc.

o 4’sinasquare, 2 discs, passing and catching for accuracy
and speed.

= Basic Rules:

o 3 -4 players per group. Group members compete against

each
other.

o Each group is assigned a numbered hole to begin their round.
They then follow course until back to own start hole.

o Start at hole marker (tee) with 1st throw towards elevated hoop
of corresponding hole marker number. Everyone in group
takes 1st throw. Players wait at tee until all 1st throws are
completed.

o Players then walk to where their discs landed to take 2nd throw.

o Player farthest from “hoop” goes 1st on 2nd throw. Then
continue with next farthest throwing, etc.

o Players continue until their disc flies through the elevated hoop,
keeping track of the number of throws it takes to accomplish
this.

o Lowest number of throws is the “winner” of that hole.

o Winner of previous hole goes first on the next hole.

o Groups wait to start next hole if another group is still playing at

that hole.
= Terms:
Vocabulary o Disc, tee marker, backhand throw, forehand throw, overhead
throw
= Accurately throw disc (Frisbee)
